The Golf Outing is held at Cherokee Hills Golf Course, 4266 Co Rd 49 N, Bellefontaine, Ohio on Saturday June 19, 2010.  The phone number of the course is (937) 599-3221.   We have a “shotgun start” at 1:00PM Sharp.  Registration desk will open at 12:00 Noon, so please allow time to register and be on the course at the start.  The meal will begin as soon as all of the golfing is complete.

Remember, the purpose of this event is to have some FUN!!!!  Since some of you do not spend a lot of time on a golf course, this outline of rules and procedures for the event might answer some of the questions that you might have:
TEAM CHAMPSHIP FORMAT:   The event will be a 4-man scramble.  This means that each member of the team will hit a shot, with the team playing the best of the four.  An example of how this works is:  The team members each hit a drive off the tee, 2 balls go out of bounds, 1 went in a water hazard and 1 went right down the center of the fairway.  The 3 players that hit bad shots would pick up their balls and move to the spot where the good drive lies.  Then all four team members would hit their second shot from that location, once again playing the best shot of the four.  Once completed, you will mark one score on one card as + or – par.  Then move on to the next hole.

BOGIE GAME:  If in the above example, if all 4 shots were out of bounds, a player marks a B on one of the Bogie Ticket and hit a second ball.  This hit is not included in the score.  Keep all your tickets, their will be a drawing at the dinner of unused tickets and tickets with a B’s on them.

STRING GAME

Each player has a chance to buy 6 feet of Masonary String and a pair of scissors for $20.00 before play.  This string can be used to move your ball up to 6 feet on a green closer to the hole without the use of a putt.  Example, if your ball is 6 inches of the hole, you can cut off 6 inches of string to move your ball into the hole without the use of a stroke.  Use your Masonary String wisely.

SKINS GAME

On the 4 par-three holes on the course, any team that scores less than any other team on a hole will share in the skins game pot.  If 2 teams lowest score on the same on a hole, that hole does not count, only the hole that has one team with a score lower than any other team will count.  Buy in cost is $20.00 per team.  Winning teams will share 50% of buy in.
SIR KNIGHT DENNIS HUGHES SPECIAL:

On the 4th hole we will be conducting our “Dennis Hughes Special Contest”.  Sir Knight Hughes will be at the tee to give you the challenge.  Participation in this event is purely voluntary.  All monies collected will be donated towards “Adopt America” and 2nd District Charities.  The minimum amount you can deposit into your savings is $5.00 and the maximum wager is $50.00.  Upon deposit into your savings, a player will get one shot at the green from the tee.  If your ball comes to rest anywhere on the green (fringe does not count) your savings will double.  If your ball comes to rest within 3-feet of the pin your savings will triple.  After your shot, you can request a withdrawal from your savings or donate it all to “Eye Foundation and 2nd Division Charities.  For each $5.00 donation, you will receive a chance for a special drawing at dinner.  Why not have some fun and donate to “Eye Foundation” and The 2nd Division Charities.
RIC LEONARD JOHNSON SPECIAL:

On the 14th hole we will be conducting our “Johnson Special Putt”.  RIC Leonard Johnson will be on the green to “Putt for the Kids”.  For $20.00 or more per team, Leonard will putt from where your best ball lands on the green.  This putt does not count on your overall score.  If he makes the putt, no other stroke is need, or if he does not, you putt from where his putt stops. Participation in this event is purely voluntary.  All monies collected will be donated towards “Diabetic Camperships for Kids” and 2nd Arch Charities.
REC STEVE OLIVER SPECIAL: 
On the 18th hole we will be conducting our “Dennis Hughes Putt”.  Dennis will be on the green to “Putt for the Capitular Fund of Adopt America.”   For $20.00 or more per team, Dennis will putt from where your best ball lands on the green.  This putt does not count on your overall score.  If he makes the putt, no other stroke is need, or if he does not, you putt from where his putt stops. Participation in this event is purely voluntary.  All monies collected will be donated towards ““Adopt America” or The 2nd District Charities.

CLOSEST TO PIN:

Two different par-3 holes will have a Closest to the Hole Contest.  Each player will get one shot at the green.  No mulligan or practice shots will be allowed.  There will be a “proximity marker” on the green for you to mark your shot.  If your shot is closer than the previous player, write your name on the marker and place it where your shot came to rest.  If one of the markers is in your line of putt, you can remove it, but remember to mark the spot and replace the marker after you leave the green.
LONGEST DRIVE:
There will be 2 Longest Drive Contest during the round.  The drive must come to rest in the fairway on the hole being played to count!  If your drive is longer than the previous players, write your name on the proximity marker and place it on the spot where your drive came to rest.

LONGEST PUTT MADE:

There will be 2 Longest Putt Made Contests.  The first person in your group to make the putt will be the qualifier for this contest.  If you make a putt of longer distance than the previous player, write your name on the proximity marker and place the marker in the ground at the spot where you made the putt.

RAFFLE TICKETS:

Each player will receive a raffle ticket.  DO NOT THROW THIS TICKET AWAY, SAVE IT, IT WILL NOT BE REPLACED.  Keep the ticket handy so you can claim you’re prizes in the raffle after the dinner.
Commonly asked question…
WHAT TEES DO I PLAY?  Men will play the white tees; women will play the red tees, and seniors (60+) will play the gold tees.

WHERE CAN I DROP MY BALL?  Shots must be taken within 1-club length from where the selected ball originally laid no closer to the hole.  This will provide you a half circle of about 3-feet radius for you to drop your ball and play your next shot.  When on the green, your ball must be placed within 6 inches of where the selected ball originally laid.  Use a marker to mark the spot.

CAN I MOVE MY BALL AFTER I DROP IT?  Yes, we will be playing “Winter Rules”.  Give yourself a good lie within the permitted drop area.

WHAT IF OUR BEST SHOT IS IN A SAND TRAP?  Each player takes a shot from the sand trap.  You are permitted to rake the sand trap smoother after each player has played before the next shot is taken.  You can place the ball in order to get a good lie.

WHAT IF NONE OF OUR SHOTS ARE PLAYABLE?  If all 4 shots are unplayable, you must continue under the rules of golf, unless you have a Bogie Ticket to use.  If all 4 players went out of bounds, then each player would re-hit from the original spot and the best of these balls would be played with the team taking a penalty of 1 stroke.  If all 4 players go into water hazard, you would go to where the best shot last crossed the boundary of the hazard, drop a ball within 2 club lengths of the spot, no closer to the hole, adding 1 stroke penalty. Hitting your shot from their.  The use of a Bogie Ticket eliminates the 1 stroke penalty stroke.
